House Project

Using Scale Drawings and Scale Models
OBJECTIVE:

What type of home do you want to live in? This is your time to figure it out and apply your math skills as an architect! You will create a scale drawing of your dream home. 
DETAILS:
For this project you will work on your own. You will have 3 classes to complete the project. The grading rubric used is attached to this paper. Use it as you complete your house! The project is due Wednesday, May 16th. 
REQUIREMENTS:

· It will be a one-story house. You will pick a reasonable scale and draw an aerial view sketch of your house (like a blueprint).
· Hallways and doorways need to be 48” (4 feet) wide 
· doors will be 36” (3 feet) wide 
· Your final picture may not be on graph paper. If you do your picture on graph paper, you must trace it on to plain white paper. 
· On your scale drawing you must include the scale used (measurement : actual dimension) 
· You must include at least one of each of the following rooms: kitchen, bathroom, living room, bedroom, office, garage. You can choose to have other rooms or multiple rooms.

· Attach a dimensions paper that includes the dimensions (length and width) of each room in the drawing and in real-life. 

· Find furniture online, and make a list of their dimensions given and what website they were found on. (HEIGHT OF OBJECTS DON’T MATTER!)
· Rubric on the last page must be attached to your final project.
